Make with an assortment of reds, blues, gold/yellow & white/creams
*NOTE; Cutting Instructions for one (1) Block @ 8 ½ Square 
Red


A: cut 1 @ 2 ½ by 2 ½
Blue

G: cut 1 @ 2 7/8 by 2 7/8
(4 pieces)


B: cut 1 @ 2 ½  by 4 ½ 
(1 piece makes two (2) triangle pieced squares) 



C: cut 2 @ 2 ½ by 6 ½ 

White/cream

D: cut 2 @ 2 ½ by 4 ½ 
Gold/Yellow
H: cut 1 @ 2 7/8 by 2 7/8
(5 pieces)


E: cut 1 @ 2 ½ by 2 ½ 
(1 piece makes two (2) triangle pieced squares)






F: cut 2 @ 2 7/8 by 2 7/8
Make half square triangles;

Use F (cream/white) to make two pairs; one with G (blue) & one with H (gold/yellow).  With right sides together and lighter square on top, make a diagonal line from corner to corner. Using a ¼ inch seam, sew on each side of the diagonal line. Press. Cut on the marked line through both layers, press toward the darker fabric & snip dog ears.  This makes four (4) 2 ½” triangle pieced squares.  If you are only making one block, you will have two triangle pieced squares left over, please return with completed block.
Assemble pieces;
Using example at right, sew pieces together (using a ¼ inch seam) to make 4 rows. Press.
Follow by sewing 4 rows together to complete the block. Press  
Unfinished block @ 8 ½” square
