How to drop off your entry(s) for the show. Please make a note of these dates in your calendar.

1. Deliver your entry(s) to the Farmhouse at 5554 Clayton Road, Room 4. [The Farm Bureau Building is 2
blocks past the intersection with Ygnacio Valley Road, going towards Clayton.]
2. Entry(s) will be accepted at the Farmhouse on these dates at these times:
Wednesday March 28, 2012 Thursday, March 29, 2012
10:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. 10:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.
7:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m.
3. When you drop off your entry, you will be given a numbered claim stub to be used to claim your entry at
the designated times after the close of the show on Sunday, April 1.

How to pick up your entry(s) after the show.

1. Entry(s) can be picked up on Sunday, April 1, between 5 p.m. and 6 p.m.

2. 'You must bring your claim ticket to pick up your entry.

Quilter’s Comments for quilt label - Comments about your entry are requested (in 100 words or less). These will appear on the display
label attached to your quilt at the show and in our historical records. For instance: Why did you make it? Who quilted/worked on it? Was this your
first quilt? What was your design source or inspiration? Who owns it now? Describe your methods/techniques. Any additional thoughts?

You must have a 3% inch sleeve sewn to your quilt and attach this label on the back.

HOW TO MAKE A 3% inch SLEEVE FOR YOUR QUILT
1. Measure the width of your quilt at the top edge. This will be the length to cut your sleeve.
2. Cut (or piece) a strip of muslin 7% inches wide and as long as the measurement above.
3. Sew a1l inch hem at each end of the strip.
4

With the hem facing out, fold the strip in half along the full length. Pin or press lightly, aligning the
unfinished edges and sew a ¥ inch seam. Turn inside out. Re-press.

5. Position the tube-shaped sleeve on the back of your quilt just below the binding at the top and just inside
the binding to the sides.

6. Whip stitch the entire length of the sleeve (to the backing only) along the top and bottom. You can
attach the side ends of the tube closest to the quilt, leaving the tube open.

Alternate method: The sleeve may be attached at the top of quilt backing before putting the binding in
place. Just remember to hem the edges at the side leaving enough room for the finished hem of the binding.

Cut Here Quilt Label: Sew to the back of your quilt in the lower right corner
